Chancellor's and Dean's List
With grades for the fall 2022 semester posting on December 19th, here are
some guidelines for achieving this goal. 

Chancellor’s List requires a student to be a full-time student during the
fall/spring semester, be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours, and obtain a
grade point average of at least a 3.8 for that term in good academic
standing. 
Dean’s List recognizes students who have completed at least 12 credit
hours for a fall/spring semester and have earned a grade point average of

DegreeWorks is a web-based planning tool that accurately displays required
coursework and helps students monitor their progress toward graduation.
Students can access their real-time audit in DegreeWorks via my.charlotte.edu
and should routinely check their progress toward degree completion.

For any required courses that are in the "Fall Through" or "Not Counted"
sections of DegreeWorks, submit an Academic Petition that requests the
courses be counted towards your program requirements.
